J.R.R. ............................... was an English writer, poet, and university professor, best known as the author of the classic fantasy works The Hobbit, The Lord of the Rings, and The Silmarillion.
He was born in 1892, Bloomfontein, South Africa. After three years in South Africa, he returned to England (Worcestershire and then Birgmingham) with his Mother Mabel; unfortunately his father died one year later. His early childhood was happy. In 1904, when John was just 12, his mother Mabel died. Tolkien was an excellent student. He enjoyed studying languages. He began developing his own languages. He actually said, the stories existed to provide an opportunity to use the languages. 
At the age of 16, Tolkien met Edith Mary Bratt, who was three years older. On the evening of his 21st birthday, Tolkien wrote to Edith a declaration of his love and asked her to marry him. They lived in Leeds, Oxford and Bournemouth.
The Tolkiens had four children: John Francis Reuel, Michael Hilary Reuel, Christopher John Reuel and Priscilla Mary Anne Reuel Tolkien. In 1968 he moved to Poole to gain a little more privacy. His beloved wife, Edith, died in 1971, and J.R.R.Tolkien died a couple of years later in 1973.
